Family Child Care
Licensing Requirements

Family child care homes are regulated

to ensure the safety and well being of
children. Basic requirements for obtaining
a small family child care license are:

® Be 18 years of age or older
e Live in the home where child care will
be provided

e Complete 15 hours of training about
health and safety

e Attend family child care orientation

First application:

e Submit a completed Family Child Care
Home application with required fees

e Obtain tuberculosis clearance for
yourself and any other adults living in
the home

e Submit a Criminal Record Statement for
yourself and any other adults living in
the home

Second application:

e Obtain a background check clearance
for yourself and any other adults living in
the home

® Develop an Emergency Care and
Disaster Plan

e Draft a facility sketch of your home and
outdoor space
